It was an 

eye opening experience and suffice to say we learned a lot.  

   The ASPCAôs ñHelp a Horse Home Challengeò as well 

as GERLôs ñHelp a Horse Campaignò kicks off officially 

on April 26th every year. This date was chosen by the 

ASPCA for its significance to the ASPCAôs long history 

of horse protection. On this day in 1866, the ASPCA 

founder, Henry Bergh, stopped a cart driver from beating 

his horse which resulted in the first successful arrest for 

equine abuse. As for those of you that are familiar with 

GERL know, the prosecution for abused and neglected 

equine is part ñBò on GERLôs ñGet Well Planò so you can 

understand the significance 

of that date for GERL as 

well.  (If you are not famil-

iar with GERLôs ñGet Well 

Planò please go to our 

website, www.gerlltd.org, 

and you will find it under 

ñarticlesò and is a very 

good read)   

   Well, this year GERL did 

not have a lead to head up 

its participation in the 

ASPCAôs ñHelp a Horse 

Home Challengeò. As a 

result GERL was not able 

to participate.  However, 

the GERL Board felt that 

even though we would not be able to compete for the 

ASPCAôs grant monies the concept of this program fit 

right in with GERLôs philosophy and part ñCò of the ñGet 

Well Planò.  GERLôs ñHelp a Horse Campaign is designed 

to promote abused and neglected horses and find them a 

loving forever home. So, this is how we came into posses-

sion of these amazing horses that are participating in 

GERLôs ñHelp a Horse Campaign.

   In response to Georgiaôs lack of funding for the 1992 

ñHumane Care for Equines Actò  Georgia Equine Res-

cue League, Ltd., (GERL) was formed.  In January 

1993, with $100 loan, six members, and a commitment 

to help Georgiaôs starved, abused, and neglected horses, 

GERL was formed to raise funds and support the GDA 

in their equine endeavors.  GERL wanted to create a 

ñrevolving doorò program for the horses impounded by 

the Georgia Department of Agriculture (GDA). We be-

lieve that ñaged equine or those too young to be ridable 

impounded by GDA should be sent to equine rescue or-

ganizations for care, training, and eventual place-

ment.ò   Every horse in this program is the result of ne-

glect and abuse by the people who were supposed to 

take care of the horses.  These background stories on 

these horse are horrific. So, most of them have a little 

something special.                          

   Just because a horse is not the perfect riding horse     

when they are taken in by GERL or the GDA does not 

mean that they do not have value.  A horses value is not 

always found it its ride-ability or looks.  It may simply 

be the in pleasure you receive from the relationship you 

form with the horse. You may have the perfect riding 

horse, but your horse needs a pasture companion (after 

all they are herd animals). For example, you may have 

someone in your home who has special needs or suffers 

from post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD).

1. Slice tomatoes 1/2 inch thick. Discard the ends. 

2. Whisk eggs and milk together in a medium-size bowl. 

Scoop flour onto a plate. Mix cornmeal, bread crumbs and 

salt and pepper on another plate. Dip tomatoes into flour to 

coat. Then dip the tomatoes into milk and egg mixture. 

Dredge in breadcrumbs to completely coat. 

3. In a large skillet, pour vegetable oil (enough so that there 

is 1/2 inch of oil in the pan) and heat over a medium heat. 

Place tomatoes into the frying pan in batches of 4 or 5, de-

pending on the size of your skillet. Do not crowd the toma-

toes, they should not touch each other. When the tomatoes 

are browned, flip and fry them on the other side. Drain 

them on paper towels. 

Õ 4 large green tomatoes -  2 eggs  

Õ 1/2 cup milk 

Õ 1 cup all-purpose flour 

Õ 1/2 cup cornmeal 

Õ 1/2 cup bread crumbs 

Õ 2 teaspoons coarse kosher salt 

Õ 1/4 teaspoon ground black pepper 

Õ 1 quart vegetable oil for frying 

Õ Add all ingredients from list
